When oxygen levels in air are reduced tO 12- 14% 
by displncernenr.. sympto1ns of flSphyxiation1 loss of coordination, increased pulse rate and deeper 
respiration \ViH occur. At high lcvclst cardiac arrhythmia may occur. 
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INGESTION: Ingestion is unlike ly because o f the low ooiling point of the mate1ial. Should it occur, discomfort in the 
gastrointestinal tract from rapid evaporation of the material and consequent evolution of gas would result. 
Some effects of inhalation and skin exposure would be expected.
